Old Kingdom cylinder seals often contain the Horus name of the king and the titles of the owner of the seal (but not his name).  Stamp seals (Figure 7:2) begin to replace cylinder seals toward the end of the Old Kingdom, and one of the the two examples from Kom el-Hisn seems to be similar to those from Hu and Qua/Badari that have been tentatively dated to the 6th - 8th Dynasties (Brunton 1927, pl. XXXII 22-28).  In contrast, the stamp seal in scarab shape from Kom el-Hisn (Figure 7:3) is most similar to those of the First Intermediate Period-Middle Kingdom at Sedment (Flinders-Petrie and Brunton 1924: pl. XLIII 31).  The geometric designs (linked scrolls or crossed lines) of some of our samples (Figure 7:5-9) are of styles that appear first in the Old Kingdom but continue with great variability into later eras. Two of our seal impressions, however, have decipherable inscriptions, one (Figure 7:9) giving part of the throne name of Ammenmens I (c. 1930 B.C.); the other (Figure 7:10) is a partial reference to "hall of the vizier of the south" and "hall of the vizier in the southern city."
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
